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White to play & mate in 2 (C Mansfield 1946).  This is a very attractive & subtle problem with Black seemingly able to offer strong resistance through his rook & passed pawn on the 7th. However White has the answers and there are a number of different mates depending on Black’s first move.
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The Kingsley Open, despite a relatively small turnout of 18, had 5 of WA’s strongest players competing, all keen to boost their WA Grand Prix total points. However the top ranked players did not get things all their own way with a couple of juniors scoring surprise wins (Zhengbo Wang defeating Jay Lakner & Ganesh Viswanath beating Tim Hare). Mike Partis led by half point going into the final round from myself, Timo Farber (good to see Timo back playing) & Jay Lakner. Jay then went on to defeat Mike in the final round leaving a triple tie for first place. Results: 1st=  Timo Farber, David Ellis, Jay Lakner 4.5/6:  Under 1600 – 1st Ganesh Viswanath 4, 2nd Thomas Donaldson 3 (another good result from the Albany junior), 3rd= Dennis Holland, Alex deHeer, Mat Garcia, Miles Haselgrove 2.5.  Here is an entertaining game from the event with a fine sacrificial attack:

a)  Played to avoid the Marshall Attack (8 c3, d5  9 exd, Nxd5  10 Nxe5, Nxe5  11 Rxe5, c6 / Nf6 or Bb7) which gives Black a strong initiative for the pawn.

b)  Nunn (NCO) gives 9 d3 which controls f4 with the bishop: White does not seem to have time for the slower 9 c3 as Black now plays the Marshall Attack move ...d5 with a good game.  

c)  White’s king becomes exposed with the capture of the g pawn but clearly 13 f3, Nd3  14 Re2, Bc5+ could not be countenanced.

d)  Rather than grab a pawn White should try to get pieces across to protect the king, eg 16 Qg4.

e)  With his bishop on a8 blocked out & his rook only half developed & White’s rook & queen guarding important squares, it’s far from obvious Black’s sacrifice will succeed.

f)  The quiet move is always difficult to visualise in sacrificial attacks.  White is helpless against the redeployment of the bishop on its original square.

Black is helpless despite 4 different promotions: if 1...cxb1=Q  2 Ra5++:  if 1...cxb1=N  2 Kb4++:  if 1...c1=Q  2 Kc5++ with the newly created pin preventing 2...Rxd5+ (the setup on the 2nd rank identifies the Black rook & pawn as half-pinned pieces):  1...c1=N  2 Rxd2++:  1...Rd4+  2 Kxd4++:  1...Rxe2  2 Kc5/d4/d3++:  1...Rd3  2 Kxd3++ or Rxc2++:  1...Rd1  2 Rxc2++.
