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Australian Junior chess has advanced in leaps and bounds over the past few years.  Not only do our younger players gain high places in top events (ie Under 20 year old Dusan Stojic’s =1st in the recent Doeberl Cup) but the standard of their play shows an increasing mastery of the complex problems of the game.  Position and game this week come from the Strategem Young, Junior and Girls Masters in Canberra which followed the Doeberl Cup. Thirty of Australia’s top young players competed in 3 sections with the top group won convincingly by Tomek Rej (7.5/8).  Albany’s Thomas Donaldson scored 4/8 (+2, =4, -2) in the second group in which ex-WA junior Zhengbo Wang also participated.  

White appears to have a strong attack (Zvedeniouk-Oliver) but 2 sacrifices turn the tables (Black to play, 5 moves):
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Last month I showed games by Karpov and Topolov featuring double exchange sacrifices.  Today we have one in which Under 16 Canberra player Junta Ikeda not only gives up 2 rooks for 2 bishops but then throws in a bishop as well:
