a)  White has developed classically and now hopes to prepare e4.  However 12 Ne2 making Ne5 possible was better.

b)  The threat was 13…Bxh2+!  14 Nxh2, Qh4.

c)  15 Bg2 was essential.

d)  Not 16 Nd2? Nxf2!  17 Kxf2, Rxf2+ giving Black a winning position.

e)  Not 19…Qxg3  20 Nb1 allowing White’s queen to come to the king’s rescue.

f)  Even better is 24…Ng3 (25 Rh2, Qg5  26 Rf2, Nf5/h4/f3+ or 26…h5/4 etc)

g)  A better chance was 25 Rh2! although Black remains with all the chances.

h)  33 Kf1 is met by 33…Kh8 winning the queen.

i)  36 Kg1, Nh1+.
