On receiving the latest ACF newsletter I was saddened to hear of the death of Peter Parr (1946-2013), an immensely dedicated chess worker and recipient of the Order of Australia medal for his work over many years. The son of well known English player Frank Parr, a runner-up in the British Championship, Peter moved to Australia in 1968. A former NSW       
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champion, he was asuccessful player but will be

remembered more for his support and promotion

of chess in Australia and NSW in particular. He 

was Chief Arbiter at the Easter Doerberl Cup in

Canberra 21 times, besides running state and 

Australian Championships. He served as president 

of  NSWCA, was editor and publisher of the Chess 

in Australia magazine 1983-98, wrote a weekly 

column for the Sydney Herald for many years right 

up to his death, was non-playing captain of Australia’s Olympiad team six times and served on a number of  FIDE committees He ran a chess centre in Sydney which was open 11 to 11 seven days a week and which ran almost every NSW

event for five years. He set up and for 40 years ran the Chess Discount store which also served 

as a chess club. Whenever in Sydney I would visit Peter’s shop, spending pleasant hours chatting with him and making a few purchases. We played twice, an inter-state telephone match in 1996 and in the last round of my first Australian Championship, Cooma 1973-4, which lasted 14 hours.  Here is an entertaining game from Peter at that event:
