which, as Bill Rochow pointed out, loses to 5...Qe1+! 
White in fact prevented the mate by playing 4.Rf1+ 
before capturing the bishop. 

SOLUTION:  1.Qg1+!! 2.Kxg1 Be4+ 3.Kh1 Nf2+ 4.Kg1 Nd1+ 5.Kh1 Re1+ 6.Bf1 R either Rxf1#.

White can delay mate with 3.Qe3! Rxe3 (threat 4…Re1#) 4.Kh1 (4.g3 Rxg3+ 5.Kh1 Nf2#) 4…Nf2+ etc.
