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Despite missing a number of leading players, including Michael Adams, Nigel Short and Gawain Jones, there was an  exciting finish to the recently completed British Championship with four players,  David Howell, Jonathan Hawkins, Nicholas Pert & Danny Gormally, neck and neck on 7.5 coming into the 11th and final round. Howell was the favourite, being the top-rated player and coming off an outstanding victory in the 9th Leiden (Netherlands) Open with 8.5/9.  However he failed to win his final game despite his opponent Mark Hebden blundering a pawn in time trouble. With his other rivals also drawing Hawkins, joint winner with Howell in 2014, was the only leader to win his game and with it the championship. Hawkins played aggressive chess throughout and played far fewer moves overall than his rivals.
