The Nigel Short lecture at the Rhen-Donau Club was attended by about 100 chess enthusiasts who saw Nigel present two of his recent games in which he employed the Open Defence in the Ruy Lopez (1.e4 e5 2.Nf3 Nc6 3.Bb5 a6 4.Ba4 5.Nxe4).  He then took on 31 opponents in a Simultaneous Display lasting over four hours. While he won 25 games, five locals held him to a draw, WA top player Tristan Boyd, university student Adam Kelly, Tom Donaldson (who has not been competing for a couple of years), Southern Suburbs organiser Andrew Hardegen and Edik Gilmetdinov, easily the last to finish, who coolly held a two rook v two rook and one pawn ending. Nigel was forced to tip over his king to only one player, 16 year old Chisholm College schoolboy Patrick Gong, the current Australian Reserves Champion and 2015 Australian Under 16 champion.  Nigel has certainly enjoyed his five-day stay in Perth, taking a walking tour of the city, watching a day’s play at the WACCA and going on a Swan River lunch/wine tour, and has expressed a wish to visit WA again in the near future.
