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Ju Wenjun vs Anna Zatonik 2012:

              White mates in 4.
While world champion Magnus Carlsen (Norway) and challenger Fabiano Caruana (USA) were drawing all 12 games of their London match, necessitating a rapidplay tiebreak, the Womens World Championship was being played in Khanty-Msiyak, Russia, with a 64 player knock out tournament with the final contested between Ju Wenjun (China) and Kateryna Lagno (Russia). Tweny-seven  year old Ju had won the title in May by defeating defending champion Tan Zhongy (China) and had little trouble progressing to the final playing just 10 games while Lagno with 21 games had faced a number of play-offs including one Armageddon game to win 5-4 in Rd 3.  Lagno took the lead winning Game 2 only for Ju to win Game 4 to take the match into tiebreaks. After two draws Ju won the next two games to retain her title.
