Born in January 1961, Georgian GM Maia Chiburdanidze was the third longest holder of the Womens World Championship title (1978-1991).
Main achievements:
* USSR Girls Champion at 15;
* USSR Womens Champion at 16;
* became Womens World Champion by defeating Nona Gaprindashvili 8.5-6.5;
* defended the title successfully four times before losing to Hou Yifan 6.5-8.5.
* member of dominant USSR Womens Olympiad teams  in the 1980s;
* when Georgia obtained independence played Bd 1 for her country which won 4 gold medals 1992-2008;
* highest rating 2661, ranked 42 in world.
Despite her successes in women's chess she preferred to play in open competitions and gained a number of top places.
