Vega
software (with the JaVaFo engine) will be used for pairings.

FIDE Laws of Chess apply.

In the event of ties, titles and prize amounts will be shared between the tied players.

60 minutes initial time, with 10 seconds increment per move starting from move 1.

The default time for each round will be 30 minutes after the start time.

A player may request a maximum of one half-point bye, for rounds 1 — 4 only. Written notice of intent
to take a half-point bye must be given prior to the start of the preceding round.

Players must record their moves and those of their opponent, using the scoresheets provided. As soon
as your remaining time falls below 5 minutes, you are no longer required to record the remaining moves
of the game. A player who has ceased recording moves does not forfeit their right to make any claim
that would normally be based on a scoresheet record.

During games, possession of communication devices and other electronic devices capable of
suggesting chess moves is strictly forbidden. While a player’s games are in progress, all such devices
that he/she has brought to the venue must be completely switched off and stored either in a separate
bag within the playing area, or face-down on his/her table. Spectators and players whose games in the
current round have finished are not bound by this rule, but we ask that phones be kept on silent mode
S0 as not to disturb the players.
